So since we are part of the only Marine Infantry Battalion left in Iraq, the one way 
we could think of doing that is by taking a picture of Baker Company saying the way we feel. "WE HAVE NOT 
FORGOTTEN" and are proud to serve our country.  

September 11, 2001 changed my life forever. I remember sitting in 

front of the TV and watching as terrorists flew airplanes into tall buildings. 

This land for which I bled was being attacked. Screaming at the television, I 

cried out to God, “Don’t leave me out of this war!”

Within a few weeks, I had calls from military commanders who were 

saying to me, “We are going to war and our troops must hear the message 

that there is life after injury.”

This is not political. I really don’t 

care what your personal opinion 

is or has been on the politics of 

this war on terror. My primary 

objective is the soldier, those 19 

year-old kids who are standing 

watch on the wall. By going to 

the battle, they have prevented 

the fray from coming to our soil. 

They are my concern. I cannot 

tell you the number of times that 

I have seen battle-weary service 

personnel remove a helmet, look at me through blurry eyes and say, “Mr. 

Roever, you came to my school. What are you doing here?” I served eight 

months in the jungles of Vietnam and no one came…not a preacher, not 

Bob Hope, not even the Dallas Cowboy Cheerleaders (I would have 

remembered that!)…unfortunately, not even a chaplain. So, I go to them, 

from the major hubs in Baghdad to the most remote FOBs (forward 

operating bases). I have gone places in the Middle East that you would not 

believe and to locations that even my wife doesn’t know. All I can say is 

that I have taken full advantage of my guardian angels!

Some have asked me, “You’d do it all again, wouldn’t you?” Then they 

pick out some of the highlights of my career, “You’ve spoken to presidents. 

You’ve addressed SHAPE (Supreme Headquarters Allied Powers Europe). 

You’ve spoken at NATO. You’d do it all again, wouldn’t ya?”

“Do what?” I asked.

“You know…go to Vietnam…get blown up and all…”

I am no hero! I didn’t want to go to Vietnam in the first place. That is 

why I joined the navy so I wouldn’t get hurt in the military! I didn’t want to 

do this the first time. Why would I want to do it again?

I 

am convinced, beyond a doubt, your heart is 

with me and so is your wallet. The big question 

is, “What’s in your wallet?”  Giving, in 

consideration of others, especially those who 

have given so much for us, has great reward 

now and in the life to come.  In the Great 

Depression a song was sung that asked the 

same question I am asking you now, “Brother, 

can you spare a dime?”  Times are tough for all 

of us but God’s promise is “give and it shall be 

given unto you.”  That’s why I don’t hesitate to 

ask you to join me in opening our wallets and 

our hearts to finish this urgent project.  The 

warriors are waiting NOW!

He was 

burned beyond recognition when the fuel 

truck he was driving was hit by a roadside 

bomb. As I held his charred body, I 

whispered words of comfort in a hole

That day it was worth it for me! That day all the pain and disfigurement I 

have carried for the last forty years was worth it. To be the right man, at 

the right time, in the right location, with the right message of hope for a 

dying young hero made it worth all that I have endured.

My bags are packed and I’ll be boarding an 

airplane that will take me back to Iraq. This is tour number six for me. I’ll 

only spend ten days there, unlike our military troops that sometimes 

spend a year, return home for three months, and ship out again. I will not 

know where I will be going until my boots hit the ground. Not that I am on 

a secret mission but the military wants to keep it low key for security 

reasons. If you have loved ones there, tell them to be looking for me.

You can’t go 

to Iraq and minister to the soldiers. You do not have the opportunity, the 

connections or the experience. I, in turn, have the qualifications.

What I need is your help. Most importantly, I need your prayers. I 

need people who will storm the gates of heaven with prayer while I walk 

into the very stronghold of the enemy. Secondly, I need your financial 

support. I am not going on vacation. I need those of you who can to 

support this endeavor with your funds.
